I have a question that I'm sure many others share. I have married children as well as a few unmarried younger ones, Baruch Hashem. My married children visit

often, particularly around Yomim Tovim, when they spend longer periods at our home. I was wondering how you feel about the 'position’ of the married children

within a family. What I mean to say is that sometimes the older ones tell the younger kids what to do or not to do. I often agree with the married children's viewpoint,

and also feel that the younger ones should respect them as they are older. My married children also have a certain clarity about today's nisyonos which I don't have.

But on the other hand, my younger children often resent being bossed around - they end up having a lot of ‘parents’ telling them what to do and feel that chinuch is

the role of their two parents and not of their older siblings. I would be grateful for your perspective on this situation.

It seems to me that this did not become a new problem in your
home simply because the older children are married. They must
have “bossed around” your younger children when they were
living at home. At that time, you probably did not put a stop to this
kind of behavior. Just because the older siblings are now married
does not mean that they will change this pattern of behavior.

Every Yeshiva boy learns that the “v’es” in “Kabed es avicha v’es
imecha” - the honoring of one’s parents, is meant to include older
siblings as well. However, the younger children do not have to
have yirah of their older siblings in the same way that they have
for their father and mother. To contradict a father or mother
is absolutely forbidden. On the other hand, the Torah does not
demand that same kind of yirah with regard to older siblings.

[t is my opinion that you should not condone the bossiness of
the older siblings, married or not, even though the older siblings
have a “certain clarity about today's nisyonos” that you feel you
do not have. I think that you should have a talk with your older
children regarding this kind of behavior. Even though it was
condoned previously, since they are not permanent residents
of your home, their relationship with their younger siblings has
changed. Their visits are intermittent and as a result, they are not
aware of the new dynamic in your home and therefore they should

not interfere with that dynamic. Furthermore, what they are
accomplishing now with this bossiness is a negative relationship
with their younger siblings. [ am sure that is not what they or you
want. Such behavior can cause a major rift in the family.

Additionally, in order to maintain shalom in your home, you
should also have a talk with your younger children and explain
that their older siblings are to be respected simply because they
are older. If they have a problem with the bossiness they should
come to you for further clarification without contradicting their
older siblings. You and your wife are “the bottom line”.

I am concerned with your statement about not understanding
today’s nisyonos. Somehow, perhaps with the help of your older
children, you should familiarize yourself with these types of
nisyonos so that you, as the parent, can rightfully deal with them
yourself. If you need help, it would be much better if you got it
from an outsider rather than involve the older children because
this would remove the emotional factor that is found among
siblings.

[tis the parents’ role to be mechanech their children. “Bossiness”
from anyone other than a parent is not the way to go about being
mechanech children.

keyboard not working, screen breaking, LCD breaking,

item no longer charging or doesn't work.

The charge is between $40 to $600. "I have a 'no fix no
charge' policy, where if I can't fix it, [ don't charge you a
penny.”

With my wife's phone open, he worked on it quietly for
a few minutes, pulling out parts and replacing other parts.
Then he started screwing it shut again.

"Customers living in Cote St Luc come to my office in my
house, and with customers from Outremont and other
areas," he said. "l already have a few clients from Outremont
thanks to my kids in school, but my main businessis in Cote
St Luc and surrounding areas."

Other electronic work

Tuizer currently works and fixes electronics in his spare
time, but he would like to eventually do repairs full time.
"I'd like to have the opportunity to be more flexible with my
schedule and be able to learn more Torah," he said. "I want
to be able to start my work day at 10:00 or 11:00 like most
similar businesses. I also want to focus on my website,
finding unique products and parts, getting exclusivity for
the Canadian market, and selling to other stores."

Tuizer has exclusivity on two lines of tools in Canada.
One is called the G-tool, a well-known brand. The tools
Tuizer sells are used specifically to repair electronics. Some
phones for example, fall and get bent on the corner. Being
that they're aluminum they bend or get chipped when they
fall. There are all kinds of tools to reshape the phone and
unbend it.

He pulled out a large screwdriver with a tiny bit. "They
came out with an automatic smart screwdriver which
detects which direction it needs to turn." he revved the
motor. " sell that and all other kinds of little tools that help
the repair process."

Tuizer buys and sells all kinds of phones, computers and
tablets. People who have upgrades or people who have
broken phones and don't want to fix them. He buys them,
fixes them and resells them.

"I buy any popular electronic device," he said. "For now, I

mostly work with iPhone 5 and up and iPad 2 and up. When
[ have iPads, they go fast. People want iPads and aren't
willing to pay full price for them. They're happy when they
could find a good deal.”

Right now Tuizer has several phones and iPads available
to purchase and some basic phones that can only be used
to make calls and receive calls.

I asked him if he is the only expert on electronic parts
in Montreal. "There are others in Montreal who do this,"
he answered. "We always keep in touch and don't try
to compete. If someone needs a part, advice, or faces a
problem that they've never seen, we talk and help each
other out. We're like a community. I've been doing this for
five years now. I enjoy every moment of it. It's fun. You get
to meet new and interesting people.”

My wife's phone was closed. Tuizer turned on the phone
and tested it once more. It was still randomly making
phone calls.

"[ was hoping the problem would be related to parts, but
this will be too expensive to fix," he told me. "['m sorry,
but it would be more worth purchasing a new one than
extending effort on this phone."

He then advised me as to where I can find a good price
on a used phone. I pulled out my wallet to pay for his time,
but he brushed it away with his hand. "No fix, no charge,"
he grinned.

For me, it started when I needed a phone. My wife heard
about a technology wiz in Cote St Luc, an Orthodox Jew
named Marc Tuizer who can work miracles with broken
phones. He also sold phones, and gave me a good deal on
a smartphone I still use today. Since then, Tuizer has fixed
our electronics numerous times.

Now, I was standing in the hall outside of Tuizer's
basement office. He finished with a client and called me in.
[ handed him my wife's smartphone. The problem: it had
been randomly calling people and opening apps ever since
my daughter played with it.

We chatted as he opened up the phone using tiny
screwdrivers.

Sometimes bad leads to good

Tuizer got his start by accident six years ago. "I had just
got an iPhone 3, which was the big thing back then," he
recalled. "One day, [ was in my kitchen and my phone fell on
the ceramic and shattered.”

Everyone goes through that feeling when they shatter
their phone for the first time where they think it's the end
of the world. For Tuizer, it would ultimately lead to a side
business and expertise.

Tuizer has always been the type of guy who fixes anything
that breaks around the house, opening up dryers and
dishwashers and fiddling around until it worked again. He
figured that fixing a phone can't be too difficult and went
online for help, where he discovered that the break was a
common one and parts were available on eBay. "l watched
some online tutorials, went through the information,
bought the parts and fixed my phone."

When Tuizer told his friends what he'd had done, they
started bringing him their broken phones and electronics.
Word spread and Tuizer set up a basement office, working
on small electronic parts to help friends out. Then, one day
Tuizer accidentally broke a phone and decided to stop.

About a year later Tuizer was putting Passover dishes
back into the Pesach closet when one of the pot covers fell
on his iPhone 4, cracking the screen. "I went through the
same process, buying parts on eBay and fixing my phone,
and decided to do it right this time," he said. "I discovered

that fixing electronics wasn't that difficult for me and I
found the challenge exciting so I decided to get back into it.
But this time, I would charge customers."

Tuizer posted some messages and pictures of before and
after in Jewish community groups on social media and
slowly started growing his clientele. "My customer base
grew as people enjoyed the quality of the service I offered
and the knowledge I had acquired through careful practice
and educating myself over the internet.”

Early on, Tuizer faced a tough learning curve. "Two
or three times, | damaged the customer's device and it
happened to be some expensive ones," he recalled with
a chuckle. "I ended up buying the same devices they had
customer along with an apology and explanation.”

As we chatted, Tuizer had opened my wife's phone. He
delicately removed several parts and replaced them with
new parts. Then he carefully began the process of screwing
the phone closed again.

"My business is small and mostly through referrals,” he
twisted a screw into place. "I don't take anyone I don't
know unless they're referred by someone."

Tuizer started his business using the basic tools that
come with the parts you buy off eBay. The tools are difficult
to work with but over the years, he fully upgraded to
professional tools that help him work faster and more
efficiently. "Most problems that happened during my
learning curve took place because I didn't have the right
tools. That led to electrostatic shock and damaging various
components. Over the years ['ve learned how to master
whatI do, and I've actually ended up repairing with proper
tools what had been damaged, cutting my losses."

In his home office, he sells common accessories such as
plugs, cables, screen protectors and earbuds to customers
who come for repairs. The wall behind him is lined with
small shelves filled with various parts, the most common
parts used to repair electronics. "I also sell parts on eBay
and through my website BHMobile.ca," he said. "I try to find
very unique products for the repair business, and sell it to
businesses."

My wife's phone was closed. Tuizer turned it on and tested

it. Apps were still randomly opening. Tuizer turned the
phone off, and unscrewed it again.

Types of repairs

As he opened the phone, 1 asked him for examples of
repairs he has done.

"The most common issues I face is when phones break
from falling on ceramnic or concrete," he said. "A couple of
people brought in their phones after driving, leaving their
phones on their lap so the police don't see them texting,
and when they got out of the car they forgot about the
phone and it dropped.”

He shared a humorous experience, when a woman tried
to throw her phone on her bed and she threw it a little too
hard. It missed, hit the wall and broke the screen.

"[ dealt with a few cases of cars running over phones or
iPads," he chuckled. "Someone once dropped his phone on
his iPad and broke the phone and the iPad.”

Tuizer works with phones, tablets, computers, MacBooks,
and other electronics. "If I can get my hands on the parts,
then I will repair them," he said. "For flip phones, I can fix
them if [ can find the parts, but the parts are usually hard to
find. If someone has two of the same phone, I can remove
the part from one phone and put it in the other one so
it's a good idea to keep an old phone around in case that
happens if you use a flip phone."

Common issues he faces are water damage, mouse or

Crock pots are crocks totally encased by a heating element,
while the slow cooker consists of an electric heating base
with a steel pot over it that cooks the food to perfection
every time. There are halachic ramifications to the crockpot
while the slow cooker has fewer problems Halachikly. So
before you invest in a slow cooker or crockpot consult your
local rabbi so you get the one suited to your needs.

Essentially both do the same thing, they cook your meal
slowly and evenly, keeping all the juices there and with a
little experience it is hardly possible to burn the food. Meals
cooked in the crockpot can take away your daily “what's for
dinner“worry.

Alogo is only as good as the messaging behind it.

Since the 1980s, Nike has been building their
brand, always including the Nike "swoosh" as their
"face", and now both their name and the symbol are
associated with athletic achievement.

They are King when it comes to
positive brand association. What's interesting is that
their ads don't really focus on the drink itself. Instead,
they depict people drinking or reaching for a Coke
during life's happiest moments. This builds a positive
association between the brand (the logo is just the
reminder) and consumers. It links Coca-Cola with
positive feelings and persuades people to enjoy the

drink.

So to recap...

A logo without branding means very little. It needs

to be tied to an emotional mental image that helps
you make a human connection. A logo is merely
the identifier that triggers the memory of what the
brand is really about and encompasses the promise,
experience and feelings you have about that company.

I saw many
open jawed faces. They didn't think that I
was actually prepared to walk away after
the weeks of training and days of sitting in a
parachute waiting to jump.

[ was disappointed to postpone graduation
and hoped I would not have to repeat
training. At the same time [ was proud to be
demonstrating a commitment to my faith and
knew that it was a kidush hashem.

Motzei Shabbos I called in to hear how
graduation went and to learn if any of my

friends from the course were still in town.

What I heard made me smile in awe. They
did not jump on Saturday. Apparently the
cloud ceiling was too low to allow for a safe
jump.

So the entire course was Shomer Shabbos
that day, sitting in their chutes in wait. The
final jump and graduation was scheduled
for Sunday morning and Baruch Hashem I
was able to join in. That went off without any
problems and I was able to graduate with my
class.

Eliezer Rules!!

In this week’s portion, there is an amazing characterization of Avraham’s servant, Eliezer.
The Torah tells us that in finding a wife for his son Yitzchak, Avraham relied upon Eliezer.
But the Torah describes Eliezer in conjunction with that event in a very noteworthy
mannetr. It tells us that “Avraham turned to Eliezer; the elder of his household, who ruled
over all his possessions,” and asked him to go find a wife for Yitzchak (Bereishis 24:2).
What connection does ruling over possessions have to do with matchmaking? Even a
financial guru can be a dunce when it comes to matching the appropriate marital needs of
a budding patriarch. After all, Warren Buffet does not run the Fields Agency!

Also the words “ruled over all of Avraham’s possessions” needs explanation. Rulers are in
complete control as the word rule connotes an imperial role. Why did the Torah use such
an expression to depict the function of the administrator of an estate?

Further, why would dominion over fiscal matters have any bearing on matters of
matrimony? What is the connection between Eliezer’s financial finesse and the charge to
find a wife for Yitzchak?

I once sat on an overseas flight next to a talkative executive who was skeptical about
his own Jewish heritage. During the first hours of the flight, the man peppered me with
questions, mostly cynical, about Judaism.

Then the meal came. [ was served a half-thawed omelet that seemed to be hiding under a
few peas and carrots. The half-cooked egg was nestled between a small aluminum pan and
its quilted blanket of tape and double-wrapped aluminum foil. Next to me, the executive
was served a steaming piece of roast pork on fine china, with a succulent side dish of
potatoes au gratin and a glass of fine wine.

As if to score big, the executive tucked his napkin into his collar and turned to me. He
stared at my pathetic portion and with sympathetic eyes sarcastically professed, “I'd love
to offer you my meal, but 'm sorry you can’t eat it!”

[ did not buy into his gambit. “Of course I can eatit!” [ smiled. “In fact I think I'll switch with

”

you right now!” His smile faded. He was famished and in no way did he want to give away
his portion. But he was totally mystified at my response. [ saw the concern in his face. He
was looking forward to eating this meal.

“I can have it if | want it. And if | don’t want it | won't eat it. I have free choice and control
over what I eat and what I don’t. The Torah tells me not to eat this food and I have made a
conscious choice to listen to the Torah. I therefore choose not to eat it.”

Then, I went for broke “Now let me ask you a question. Can you put the cover back on the
food and hold yourself back from eating it?”

He smiled sheepishly and said, “you are not allowed to eat it. [, however, cannot not eat it.”
And with that he dug in.

The Kli Yakar, Rabbi Shlomo Efraim Lunshitz, a very profound commentator who lived
in the 1600s, explains that the criterion for objective and unbiased decisions is the ability
to be in total power of any influencing impediment. Eliezer ruled over all of Avraham’s
possessions. They did not rule over him. That is why Avraham knew that Eliezer would not
be unduly influenced in his thought process and decision-making.

He ruled over the mundane, and no money could influence his pure objectivity. He would
not be bribed, cajoled or lured with gifts or cash by any prospective suitors. He would
make his choice with a clear frame of mind Avraham’s.

The question we all must ask is, do we rule over the temporal, or does it rule over us?”
Is the desire to get the latest gadget, buy the sleekest car, or acquire the most exquisite
piece of jewelry ruling over us and controlling our lives or; like Eliezer; do we approach
the beauties of this word with a calm, controlled attitude? Before we set our goals and our
rules we must ascertain that we have goals and that we rule!

Federal infrastructure bank to build
electricity connections between provinces

Natural Resources Minister Jim Carr has long been an

advocate of an east-west power grid. But Marchi said his
association has advised the minister to think instead about
regional inter-connections. And in the group's discussions
with Carr, McKenna and their advisers, he said it's become
clear that high-level discussions on the issue are already
well under way between Ottawa and the provinces.
Opposition parties have pounced on the government's
plans to use the infrastructure bank to leverage private
investment for major projects, predicting that investors'

demand for a high rate of return will mean additional costs
to build infrastructure and inevitably result in road and
bridge tolls and other user fees.

But the president of the Federation of Canadian
Municipalities says there are not enough details yet
about how the bank will operate to be able to make such
predictions. "I don't know how anybody knows that now
until we can see actually what comes out of it," Clark
Somerville said in an interview.

The federation has been promised it will be consulted on
the details, which are expected to be unveiled in the next

federal budget in a few months, he added.

In the meantime, Somerville said municipalities welcome
creation of the bank as another tool in their tool box for
financing costly infrastructure projects.

Led by the federation, some 100 municipal leaders
from across the country are in Ottawa this week to lobby
ministers and MPs on the need to rely on municipalities’
expertise in designing the second phase of promised
infrastructure funding. The government is promising to
devote $186 billion over the next 12 years during the
second phase, which includes the infrastructure bank.
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A journey of a thousand miles

Our parsha contains the most serene description of old age and dying anywhere in the
Torah: “Then Avraham breathed his last and passed away at a good old age, an old man and
full of years; and he was gathered to his people” (Bereishis 25: 8). There is an earlier verse,
no less moving: “Avraham was old, well advanced in years, and G-d had blessed Avraham
with everything” (Bereishis 24: 1).

Nor was this serenity the gift of Avraham alone. Rashi was puzzled by the description of
Sarah - “Sarah lived to be 127 years old: [These were] the years of Sarah's life” (23: 1). The
last phrase seems completely superfluous. Why not just tell us that Sarah lived to the age
of 127? What is added by saying that “these were the years of Sarah’s life”? Rashi is forced
to the conclusion that the first half of the verse talks about the quantity of her life, how long
she lived, while the second tells us about the quality of her life. “They - the years she lived
- were all equal in goodness.”

Yet how is any of this conceivable? Avraham and Sarah were commanded by G-d to leave
everything that was familiar: their land, their home, their family, and travel to an unknown
land. No sooner had they arrived than they were forced to leave because of famine. Twice,
Avraham'’s life was at risk when, driven into exile, he worried that he would be killed so
that the local ruler could take Sarah away. Sarah herself had to say that she was Avraham’s
sister, and had to suffer the indignity of being taken into a stranger’s household.

Then there was the long wait for a child, made even more painful by the repeated Divine
promise that they would have as many children as the stars of the sky or the dust of
the earth. Then came the drama of the birth of Yishmael to Sarah’s servant Hagar. This
aggravated the relation between the two women, and eventually Avraham had to send
Hagar and Yishmael away. One way or another; this was a source of pain to all four people
involved.

Then there was the agony of the binding of Yitzchak. Avraham was faced with the prospect
of losing the person most precious to him, the child he had waited for so long. neither
Avraham nor Sarah had an easy life. Theirs were lives of trial, in which their faith was
tested at many points. How can Rashi say that all of Sarah'’s years were equal in goodness?
How can the Torah say that Avraham had been blessed with everything?

The answer is given by the parsha itself, and it is very unexpected. Seven times Avraham
had been promised the land. Here is just one of those occasions:

“The L-rd said to Avram after Lot had parted from him, “Raise your eyes, and, from the
place where you are now [standing], look to the north, to the south, to the east, and to the
west. All the land that you see [ will give to you and your offspring forever. . . . Go, walk
through the length and breadth of the land, for I am giving it to you” (Bereishis 13: 14- 17).

Yet by the time Sarah dies, Avraham has no land at all, and he is forced to prostrate himself
before the local Chittites and beg for permission to acquire even a single field with a cave
in which to bury his wife. Even then he has to pay what is clearly a massively inflated price:
four hundred silver shekels. This does not sound like the fulfilment of the promise of “all
the land, north, south, east and west.”

Then, in relation to children, Avraham is promised four times: “I will make you into a
great nation” (12: 2). “I will make your offspring like the dust of the earth” (13: 16). G-d
“took [Avram)] outside and said, 'Look at the sky and count the stars. See if you can count
them.' [G-d] then said to him, 'That is how [numerous] your descendants will be.” (15: 5).
“No longer shall you be called Avram. Your name shall become Avraham, for I have set you

up as the father of many nations” (17: 5).

Yet he had to wait so long for even a single son by Sarah that when G-d insisted that she
would indeed have a son, both Avraham (17: 17) and Sarah (18: 12) laughed. (The sages
differentiated between these two episodes, saying that Avraham laughed with joy, Sarah
with disbelief. In general, in Bereishis, the verb tz-ch-k, to laugh, is fraught with ambiguity).

One way or another, whether we think of children or the land - the two key Divine
promises to Avraham and Sarah - the reality fell far short of what they might have felt
entitled to expect.

That, however; is precisely the meaning and message of Chayei Sarah. In it Avraham does
two things: he buys the first plot in the land of Canaan, and he arranges for the marriage
of Yitzchak. One field and a cave was, for Avraham, enough for the text to say that “G-d had
blessed Avraham with everything” One child, Yitzchak, by then married and with children
(Abraham was 100 when Yitzchak was born; Yitzchak was sixty when the twins, Yaacov
and Esav, were born; and Avraham was 175 when he died) was enough for Avraham to die
in peace.

Lao-Tzu, the Chinese sage, said that a journey of a thousand miles begins with a single
step. To that Judaism adds, “It is not for you to complete the work but neither are you free
to desist from it” (Avos 2: 16). G-d himself said of Avraham, “For [ have chosen him, so that
he will direct his children and his household after him to keep the way of the L-rd by doing
what is right and just, so that the L-rd will bring about for Avraham what he has promised
him” (Bereishis 18: 19).

The meaning of this is clear. If you ensure that your children will continue to live for
what you have lived for; then you can have faith that they will continue your journey until
eventually they reach the destination. Avraham did not need to see all the land in Jewish
hands, nor did he need to see the Jewish people become numerous. He had taken the first
step. He had begun the task, and he knew that his descendants would continue it. He was
able to pass away serenely because he had faith in G-d and faith that others would complete
what he had begun. The same was surely true of Sarah.

To place your life in G-d’s hands, to have faith that whatever happens to you happens for
a reason, to know that you are part of a larger narrative, and to believe that others will
continue what you began, is to achieve a satisfaction in life that cannot be destroyed by
circumstance. Avraham and Sarah had that faith, and they were able to die with a sense of
fulfilment.

To be happy does not mean that you have everything you want or everything you were
promised. It means, simply, to have done what you were called on to do, to have made a
beginning, and then to have passed on the baton to the next generation. “The righteous,
even in death, are regarded as though they were still alive” (Berakhos 18a) because the
righteous leave a living trace in those who come after them.

That was enough for Avraham and Sarah, and it must be enough for us.

An international religious leader, philosopher, award-winning author and respected moral voice, Rabbi
Lord Jonathan Sacks was recently named the winner of the 2016 Templeton Prize in recognition of his

Moscow, Beijing targeting Canada's secret
info and technology, spy agency warns

in exchange for cash on a regular basis for more than four

years.

More recently, U.S. officials blamed Moscow for pilfering
Democratic Party emails that proved embarrassing to
presidential contender Hillary Clinton when published by
WikiLeaks. Russia has denied involvement.

Upon reviewing the CSIS notes, Kirill Kalinin, a spokesman
for the Russian Embassy in Canada, acknowledged that
“information gathering is a vital component of national
security of any state."

But Kalinin strongly suggested the United States is the
global snooper to be worried about.

After the widely publicized revelations of Edward
Snowden, a former American spy contractor, it is no
secret that the U.S. National Security Agency's capabilities
are “unmatched in imposing surveillance on a global
scale”" through the bugging of electronic devices and
eavesdropping on even the closest allies, Kalinin said.

Two years ago, the Canadian government squarely
blamed a highly sophisticated, Chinese state-sponsored
actor for an intrusion into the National Research Council's

networks that resulted in a shutdown of the research
agency's information-technology system for an extended
period. Beijing denied leading the attack and accused
Canada of making irresponsible allegations.

In October last year, Chinese foreign ministry
spokeswoman Hua Chunying flatly declared that Beijing
opposes all forms of cyberattacks and commercial
espionage. “This position is firm," she said. “The Chinese
government will neither encourage companies to carry out
cybertheft for commercial secrets, nor take part in such
activities."

Austrian police have arrested a man who they say tried to rob
abank in Vienna _but arrived too early.

Police spokesman Patrick Maierhofer says the 45-year old
suspect entered the bank foyer Tuesday armed with a gas
pistol and with a hood drawn over his head but 15 minutes
before opening time.

He says that passers-by alerted police after the man hid his
weapon under newspapers and paced nervously as he waited
for the main doors to open.

The man wasn't identified in line with Austrian privacy laws.
Police say his planned getaway vehicle was a stolen scooter.

Giant foam blob' leaks from
airport hangar and spreads in
Santa Clara

A giant 'blob’ of foam has taken over the streets of a
Californian town after leaking from an airport hangar.

Santa Clara Fire Department advised residents to avoid the
area.

It tweeted that a fire suppression system at the airport had
malfunctioned and that local agencies were providing support.

Bungling burglar’'s rock-
throwing technique fails to get
him into store

A Massachusetts store owner shared security camera
footage of a bungling would-be thief completely failing to
break into the shop.

Steven Davis, owner of 2 Debi's in Brockton, posted security
camera footage to Facebook showing the attempted break-in
early Sunday morning.

The video shows a man pull up to the store in a gray van, get
out of the vehicle, and throw a rock at the store's glass door
from only a few feet away.

The rock fails to break through the window and lands at the
man's feet. He throws the rock a second time, and this time it
bounces off the door and ends up under the man's van.

The suspect then gets back into the vehicle and drives away.

"The first time | saw the video | was tearing | was laughing so
hard," Davis told WFXT. "He's got to be in the top five dumbest
thieves I've ever seen.”

Davis said he passed the footage, along with the man's
license plate number, along to the local police.

Truck driver fired via text
allegedly dumped com on
highway

A Pennsylvania truck driver was arrested for allegedly
dumping nearly 1,000 bushels of corn on a Nebraska road
after he was fired via text message.

Authorities said Darren Walp, 36, was arrested last week in
connection with the early August incident on Highway 8 in
rural Gage County.

The arrest warrant said Walp had been driving the load of com
in a Peterbilt truck for B & T Livingston Trucking LLC when he
received a text message Aug. 4 telling him he had been fired.

"Pack your stuff ASAP and you can leave," the police report
quoted the text as reading.

Walp, who had been taking the load of corn to Hanover, Kan.,
then allegedly dumped the entire load of comn, nearly 1,000
bushels, on the westbound lane Highway 8, about half a mile
west of Odell.

The com was spread out over about a quarter mile due
to the driver speeding off with the truck's back doors open,
authorities said.

The lost corn was valued at $3,094, while the cost of cleanup
was estimated at about $500.

Walp was charged with felony criminal mischief and
depositing materials on a roadway or ditch.

2 moose found frozen mid
fight near remote Alaska
village

Two moose were recently discovered frozen in battle and
encased in ice near a remote village on Alaska's unforgiving
western coast.

Brad Webster, a middle school social studies and science
teacherin Unalakleet, captured images of the massive animals
poking through the ice as they lay on their sides with antlers
apparently locked together.

He had taken a friend who recently moved to the village for a
walk on Nov. 2 near a frozen slough.

“That's when we saw it," he said in a phone interview Friday.

g
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He initially thought it was just one moose that had been shot
but when he got a closer look, he saw the second moose.

It took him a moment to realize what he was seeing, he said.

It was the end of moose rutting season, and the animals likely
were fighting. Webster speculates that one of the animals was
wounded by the other animal's antlers, and perhaps died as
their antlers were caught together, dragging the rival down
withiit.

"It was a very interesting experience,” Webster said of the
discovery.

On the way back to Unalakleet, he and his friend kept thinking
about it and saying, “We really saw that" in amazement,
Webster recalled.

Jeff Erickson, student activities director of Bering Strait
School District in Unalakleet, also captured the images when
he went to check out the scene a couple days later with
Webster.

Erickson grew up in the area and has hunted for 50 years but
has never seen anything like this, “frozenin time,” he said inan
email to The Associated Press.

"It was such a surreal sight - so serene and quiet, but a stark
vision of how brutally harsh life can be,” he wrote.

Webster, Erickson and a few others went back later and
removed the animals from about 8 inches of ice covering open
water, recovering some of the spoiled meat for dog food and
trapping bait.

Yechiel Holstock, the Ostrovitse Gaon.

The letter itself had been sent with Rabbi Yehuda
Leib Graubart, chief rabbi to Toronto's Polish
Jews, director of Eitz Chaim Talmud Torah, and a
leading spokesman for Orthodox Jewry during the
1920s and 1930s.

"What's fascinating about this letter is that at
the bottom left Rabbi Eleizer Silver wrote a
note to himself essentially saying that he doesn't
trust Rabbi Rizenman," Dymchitz pointed to a
handwritten note signed E.Z. at the bottom left
of the page. "Rabbi Silver wrote 'let him first
send his Semichahs and we'll see what they are.'
It appears that people would send Rabbi Silver
letters like this and when he would ask for copies
of their Seimchah, they would would bring endless
excuses as to why the papers couldn't be found."

"when I bought this letter [ had no idea it had Rabbi
Silver's handwriting," said Dymchitz."What's
really extraordinary is that Rabbi Silver had written
a Haskamah on page six of Rabbi Rizenman's
1929 Sefer."

The builders of Canada’s Jewish community left behind many items of great historical value. Moshe Dymchitz is a dealer in Judaica Canadiana and shared his collection of books, letters
and other rare items. Each item has a story behind it, and provide insight into the Rabbonim and Askanim who built the Frum communities in Canada. If you would like to purchase

In this wek's edition of Tangible History, we will
explore a request written by a Toronto Rabbi to
Rabbi Eliezer Silver and a private note Rabbi
Silver wrote to himself. But before we do so, let's
find out more about Rabbi Silver.

Agudah founder and Holocaust rescuer

Rabbi Eliezer Silver was a prominent American
Rabbi who met with many Gedolim. As President
of the Union of Orthodox Rabbis of the U.S. and
Canada and a foremost American religious leader,
he helped save thousands of Jews during the
Holocaust.

Rabbi Silver had been a student of the
Rogatchover Gaon, and received Semichah from
Rabbi Chaim Ozer Grodzinski in 1906. One year
later, he immigrated to the United States to escape
the pogroms of eastern Europe.

By 1912 he had attained a prominent position
among the American Rabbinate due to his Torah
scholarship and integrity, meeting with William
Howard Taft to urge the U.S. President to avoid
signing a treaty with Russia due to Russia's
persecution of Jews.

In 1931, Rabbi Silver moved to Cincinatti where
he attained great fame. It was there that he founded,

Rabbi Eliezer Silver and 300 Orthodox
Rabbis present a petition to Vice
President Henry Wallace asking

to deliver European Jews from
extermination. Oct 10, 1943

organized and became President of Agudath Israel
of America.

In November of 1939, Rabbi Silver convened
over a meeting in New York. Together with other
Orthodox Jewish leaders, he formed the Vaad
Hatzalah, spearheading rescue efforts to save
European Gedolim from Nazi Germany.

Rabbi Silver launched raised more than $5
million for the Vaad Hatzalah, and capitalised
on an exemption to US immigration quotas that
allowed entry to ministers or religious students
by convincing Shuls in Cincinnati and across
the United States to sent contracts to Gedolim,
thereby securing 2,000 emergency visas that were
telegraphed to Eastern Europe.

Rabbi Silver extended great effort to save the
Gedolim, through legal means and through illegal
means.

During World War II, a Vaad representative in
Switzerland even negotiated with the SS, offering
to ransom concentration camp prisoners for cash
and tractors - talks that freed hundreds from
Bergen-Belsen and other death camps.

In October 1943, as the scale of Nazi atrocities
was becoming clearer, Rabbi Silver helped
organise and lead a mass rally of more than 400
rabbis in Washington, D.C. to press for more
decisive action by the US government to save
European Jews.

Rabbi Silver passed away in 1968 and was
mourned by American Jewry.

A letter from Toronto

Rabbi Shraga Feivel Rizenman was born in
Warsaw in 1893. He studied under the Ridva'"z
(Rabbi Yaakov Dovid Wilovsky) and in 1908

| moved to Tzfas.

Rabbi Rizenman wrote several Sefarim in
Tzsfas, receiving Haskamos for his Sefer Tiferes
Yerushalayim from Rabbi Chaim Berlin, Rabbi
Avraham Yitzchak Kook and other prominent
Rabbonim living in the Holy Land at the time.

He moved away from Tzfas in 1914, eventually
arriving in Toronto five years later. It was there that
he established himself as the "Chief Rabbi of East
Toronto," a position he retained until at least 1956.

In 1929, Rabbi Rizenman wrote a Sefer called
Chiddushei HaRashb"a which he printed in
Poland. He had already established himself at
145 Seaton Street East of downtown Toronto near
Cabbagetown and Regent Park in a three storey
Romanesque style home that was part of a row of
six houses built in 1894.

On page six of his Sefer was a Haskamah from
Rabbi Eliezer Silver.

The letter we are reviewing today (and available
for purchase) was written by Rabbi Rizenman to
Rabbi Silver.

"Rabbi Rizenman had sent a Shliach to an Asifa
with Rabbi Silver," explained Moshe Dymchitz,
Judaica Canadiana dealer who currently possesses
the letter. "At the Asifah, they would be picking
Rabbonim to be part of a larger Vaad. Rabbi
Rizenman asked to be part of the Vaad, citing who
he got Semichah from."

Among the Rabbonim who Rabbi Rizenman
claimed gave him Semichah was Rabbi Meir

Jean Talon. Manukyan owned VM Garage
Mechanic and Bodyshop Service, and
together they decided to open a car rental
company that would only handle vehicles
up to five or six years old.

The move meant that Shertzer had
to rebuild from scratch and start purchasing
newer vehicles. The new location had massive
advantages over the old one. It had a garage and
bodyshop, and plenty of space to store vehicles.
"Also, this is a better area, more centrally located,"
said Shertzer. "I have more clients here. Canada
Tire next door sends me any client who needs a
car for a day. Other companies use my service for
rentals as well."

After Shertzer moved, the owner of the garage
on Bates and Darlington retired. The garage was
sold and today, they have constructed a condo
development in its place.

Shertzer started with 25 vehicles. Within two
years, he doubled the number of vehicles and
expanded his clientele. "I have 50 cars and I'm
trying to grow my fleet," he revealed. "I'm starting
to sell what I have and restocking. [ just got a brand
new Toyota Camry 2016. When I got it, it had 3
kilometres on it. We drove it here and it's now at
18 kilometres. I don't want it to be destroyed so
['m waiting for the right monthly renting option to
come along. I also just got four 2015 Toyota Yaris',
small compact cars."

"I'm a dealer now," he continued. "I go to
auctions, buy and sell my own cars. [ do bodyshop
and mechanics, all in one place. It's much more
convenient for me."

The realities of running a car rental company

Newer vehicles means virtually no instances of
breakdowns aside from minor issues such as flat
tires or the like. However, accidents do occur and
Shertzer still drives down to most accident scenes
in order to speed up the process.

A month ago, he drove to Lake George for an
accident. When the rare accident occurs, he either
drives down with a replacement vehicle if the
damage looks like it can be easily fixed, or he gets
a trailer from Uhaul. "It's much less expensive,
because the insurance who only pay for one
towing," he grinned. "In the old place I had a
trailer, but now I don't need one because we never
experience breakdowns, only accidents or minor
issues like flat tires."

The worst accident he remembers took place a
couple of years ago when a driver fell asleep and
had a rollover at Albany by the turnoff. "My car
was totalled but the driver walked out without a
scratch. His son hadn't been wearing a seatbelt
and flew around in the car. It was a miracle that all
he needed was a cast on his arm."

[ asked Shertzer if he ever considered opening
one way rentals to New York, working with
a garage there. Turns out he looked into that
idea. "There are several issues that come up,” he
explained. "Insurance and costissues in the United
States would be much more expensive. It doesn't
make sense to have someone driving a Canadian
car around in New York. Also, you can't cross the
border with a US license in a Canadian car."

I asked Shertzer if he ever

considered opening one way

rentals to New York, working
with a garage there.

"If someone wants to rent for one way and had
another driver in New York who would drive the
car back, [ wouldn't have a problem,"” he continued.
"For me, it's a rental going there and back. [ don't
care who brings it back as long as it's back the day
it needs to be back."

Prices

Shertzer rents out cars by the month and has
customers who have been renting monthly for
years. Prices for monthly rentals range from
$450 to $900 a month plus taxes, and includes
all maintenance and everything. The Yaris' go
for $550 in the summer and for $450 to $500 in
the winter, depending on term. The reason prices
drop in the winter is because it's less busy and

Shertzer wants to encourage people to rent from
him. Minivans go for $750 a month in the summer,
when most competitors would charge around
$1200.

Shertzer also rents by the day, charging $45 per
day, with a $5 fee for US driving. A weekend to the
United States will cost $150 with fees plus taxes
for a van. Cars would be $120 plus tax. "If you have
even two or three people, it's cheaper than taking
the bus," he said.

The smallest car he rents out is a Toyota Yaris.
The biggest is Toyota Sienna, with space for eight
passengers.

Shertzer is strict with his policy of only renting
newer vehicles. "Once the cars get older I sell
them for cheap at auctions,” he said. "Cheaper
than market price, to get rid of them. People can
contact me when I have a car available, though
some people are wary with rentals because they
know the car saw over a hundred drivers. However,
my cars are kept clean and well maintained. Every
time it comes in, we give it an oil change and check
the brakes and everything to make sure nothing
happens."

Mechanics and Bodywork

Of course, VM Garage also does mechanics. and
bodywork on all vehicles. "Anyone who has a
problem with anything on any car, we will repair
it," he said. "We also have a bodyshop and can do
anything. Insurance claims, and anything related

VM Auto rental

A month ago, Shimon Shertzer
dropped what he was doing at 10:00
PM, raced over to work, grabbed
some tools and one of his rental
vehicles, and started a long, sudden
trip to Lake George.

Three hours later, he arrived at the
scene of the accident. It happened
during the first snowfall of the year
on one of his rentals. With winter
tires. The car had hit a rail guard on
the 87 South Bend. Luckily, the driver
had been unharmed in the spinout.

Shertzer handed him the keys to
the replacement vehicle he had just
arrived in, pulled out his tools and
spent the new few minutes banging
and yanking the bumper and lights
back into place. When everything
seemed in order, Shertzer hopped
into the front seat, and drove back to
Montreal.

Passion for cars

"[ was always into cars," said Shimon
Shertzer, owner of VM Car Rentals.
"From when [ was 15 or 16 years old.
The first car I owned was a Pontiac
Bonneville '92. It was supercharged
and fast."

Shertzer was working at Renfell's

bakery, doing deliveries in the
evening and occasionally renting old
vehicles from an elderly non-Jewish
gentleman who owned a garage on
Bates corner Darlington.

The man owned 10 old cars and one
day while chatting, asked Shertzer if
he would be interested in helping
him start a rental business. "He
wanted me to help him get into the
community,” recalled Shertzer. "We
came to an agreement and [ worked
on commission."

Shertzer built up slowly, buying
more and more cars as demand and
the customer base grew. "I found
customers through advertising and
word of mouth and people grew to
trust me," he said. "After a few years,
we had 70 cars that we were renting
out."

At the time, Shertzer was one of
the only people in Montreal offering
used cars for rentals. Over the
years, others have picked up on the
idea and today there are numerous
used rental car companies across
Montreal.

Constant breakdowns

After eight years of renting old
cars, Shertzer was ready to start out
on his own, and had different ideas
of the direction in which the rental
company should go.

"The reason I left the old cars was
because 1 had too many problems
with breakdowns and other issues,"
explained Shertzer. "l also kept

urging the owner to get newer cars,
but he didn't think that way and
couldn't understand why people
would want to rent newer cars when
it may be a little more expensive."
Competitors had opened, and
Shertzer started thinking bigger. "My
life back then was constantly running
out in the middle of the night to pick
up cars that broke down. People
would break down regularly because
that's what old cars do," he said. "It
would have costed over a thousand
dollars to pay towing to bring back
the vehicle, and then we would have
had to switch towings at the border.
Instead, [ would go down myself at
our cost, drop off another car and
pick up the one that had broken
down."

Because breakdowns were so
common with the old cars, they had
an SUV with a hitch in the back and a
trailer. Shertzer had to drive to New
York City numerous times to tow
cars back himself.

"Thank G-d now, we never have
breakdowns, and if there's an
accident, I drive down witha carona
trailer to make the process faster for
the customer but I rarely need to go
out these days."

Starting fresh with
vehicles

In June, 2014, Shertzer partnered
with an Armenian guy named Vahan
Manukyan and moved to his current
location on Mountain Sights near

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Federal infrastructure bank to build
electricity connections between provinces

CANADIAN PRESS - The Trudeau government intends
to use its new infrastructure bank to finance a “nation-
building effort” to build clean electricity systems between
provinces and territories.

But does that mean the decades-old dream of a pan-
Canadian power grid is finally about to become a reality?

Not likely.

Sergio Marchi, president of the Canadian Electricity
Association, says the technological know-how to transmit
electricity for vast distances across the country doesn't yet
exist and, even if it did, would be prohibitively expensive.

More likely, Marchi believes the bank could be used to
develop regional energy “interties" _ connections between
two electricity systems _ between provinces.

For instance, he said it could finance the infrastructure
needed for British Columbia to transmit its abundant
hydro power to Alberta, which is trying to shift off coal-
fired electricity, or for Manitoba to transmit its hydro to
Saskatchewan, which gets more than 40 per cent of its
energy from coal-fired power plants.

Similarly, he said more of Quebec's hydro could be
transmitted to Ontario or to the Atlantic provinces.

T think regionally and picking our spots, I think that's
very doable,” Marchi, a former federal cabinet minister,
said in an interview.

“And so we already think that the federal and provincial
governments on some of these interties are looking at that
very thing and we're expecting the budget to unveil that."

Creating a national energy grid, enabling some provinces'
surplus hydro power to be transmitted across the country

instead of south to the United States, has long been touted
as a nation-building project, a way to strengthen east-west
ties that bind Canada together and to counteract the pull of
north-south ties.

The possibility that the federal government might be
considering financing a pan-Canadian energy grid was
raised Monday by Environment Minister Catherine
McKenna when she announced the accelerated phase-
out of coal-fired electricity by 2030 as part of the federal
strategy to combat climate change.

“The Government of Canada will support this transition
by using the Canada Infrastructure Bank to finance projects
such as commercially viable clean energy and modern
electricity systems between provinces and territories," she
said in a news release.

The release included a quote from Dominic Barton, chair
of the federal advisory council on economic growth, calling
connecting the provinces with a clean energy system
“a nation-building effort” that will position Canada to
“compete for significant global investments in our power
sector!" Barton's growth council is one of the biggest

champions of the need for an infrastructure bank.

The Trudeau government is planning to launch the bank
next year, with $15 billion in direct federal investments and
another $20 billion in repayable contributions, loans and
loan guarantees. It hopes to leverage up to $5 in private
investment for every $1 in government funding.

Government officials say no decisions have yet been made
on specific projects to be financed through the bank.

Butasked about the possibility of using the bank to finance
a national energy grid, a spokeswoman for Infrastructure
Minister Amarjeet Sohi, like Marchi, talked instead about
interties.

“We see great potential for the Canada Infrastructure
Bank to help support green infrastructure such as intertie
and commercial scale renewable energy projects,” Kate
Monfette said in an email.

She added that Natural Resources Canada is “in the
process of evaluating strategic grid inter-connections"
and that work will “help provinces prioritize their grid

infrastructure decisions."

Canadian retail sector employment to hit
multi year low in 2016, report says

CANADIAN PRESS - A new report says employment in
Canada's retail sector will hit a multi-year low in 2016 as
companies adopt technology and trim costs in response to
a weak growth in consumer spending.

The Conference Board of Canada says the total number of
jobs in grocery, clothing, department, home improvement,
furniture and appliance stores will reach a multi-year low
of 1.26 million in 2016, a decrease of 2.6 per cent from

2015.

The Ottawa-based think-tank says the growth of online
shopping and self-checkout terminals is helping retailers
reduce labour costs.

A gradual pickup over the next few years is expected to
raise employment by 2021 to the level of 2013, according
to the report released Tuesday.

The Conference Board says fragile consumer confidence

_weighed down by record levels of consumer debt _ will
continue to weigh on household budgets and curtail
spending over the next couple of years.

While debt will have a bigger effect on major purchases
such as houses and vehicles, it says some consumers will
remain more sensitive to prices when buying groceries,
making it harder for retailers to pass on cost increases to
consumers.
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Trudeau sounds pro trade note at close of
APEC summit amid cloudy future

CANADIAN PRESS - Prime Minister Justin Trudeau and
leaders from Asian and Pacific nations _so eager to cement
free trade in the region _ are leaving an annual summit
facing an uncertain future about the movement of goods,
people and services across borders.

That uncertainty has been created with US. president-
elect Donald Trump and his anti-trade rhetoric set to take
over the White House, potentially leaving a leadership
vacuum on the world stage.

Trump's anti-trade stance shook up the agenda of the
APEC leaders' annual meeting, forcing them to speak of the
public relations war they now must wage to convince their
citizens that trade has worked for them.

Trudeau said trade deals needed to spread benefits to
more Canadians because the beneficiaries of the pacts over
the last 30 years have largely been higher-income earners,
““and I think that's wrong."

The final declaration from the 21 leaders of Asian and
Pacific countries speaks of keeping borders open to trade,
avoiding currency manipulation and devaluation, and
ensuring that everyone benefits from economic growth
because not all countries and sectors have rebounded
equally from the 2008 global financial crisis.

Trump has referenced each of those as issues he wants
addressed in trade deals that he believes are unfair for the
American economy.

“This is not based on ideology or opinion, this is based on
the fact that Canada has benefited extraordinarily over the
almost 150 years of our existence _ and well before that _
from strong trading relationships with the Americans and
indeed with the world," Trudeau said, pointing to the auto
sector.

But the prime minister is leaving Peru without a
commitment from U.S. President Barack Obama on the
ongoing softwood lumber dispute _ “the American lumber
industry has a large say in how this is going to unfold.
Indeed they have a veto over what the administration
might propose,” Trudeau said.

Trudeau also didn't say whether he would lobby Trump
to approve the Keystone XL pipeline, which the president-
elect has spoken of fondly.

All Trudeau would say about the man who dominated
the agenda at the APEC leaders' summit was an echo of
what Obama has said this weekend: The realities of global
economies will turn Trump away from killing trade deals
like the North American Free Trade Agreement.

“The level of integration and inter-dependence between
the Canadian and American economies on many levels, for
me is the strongest proof point that trade has been good
for both of our economies and will continue,” Trudeau said.

Earlier in the day, the outgoing president tried to ease
concerns that the Liberal prime minister would clash with
the Republican president-elect who has threatened to tear
up the NAFTA unless he gets concessions from Canada.

“Through  Conservative  governments,  Liberal
governments, Democratic or Republican governments, the
relationship between the United States and Canada is one
of the most important constants in the world and I have no
doubt that will continue," Obama said.

Obama used his last international summit to calm the
nerves of world leaders, and keep on track a Pacific Rim
trade pact designed to act as a counterbalance to China's
growing influence in Asia in the face of Trump's threats to
cancel the deal.

The Trans-Pacific Partnership would cement free trade
among 12 nations encompassing nearly 40 per cent of the
world's GDP, including Australia, Canada, Mexico, Japan and
the United States. The deal cannot come into force without
the approval of those latter two countries.

Duringa closed-door session Saturday with TPP members,
Obama urged them not to give up on the deal.

Leaders in the room voiced support for moving ahead
with trade pact if the stars aligned in the coming months,
and no country said it was ready to walk away from the
agreement, according to international officials who were in
the room, but not authorized to speak publicly about the
talks.

Trudeau said he wouldn't jump to any conclusions about
what Trump will do with TPP once in office, saying the
Liberals are “keeping our options open."

And in one of his last face-to-face meetings with a world
leader, Obama sat next to Trudeau and spoke about the
work the two have done on refugees and climate change.
Trump has vowed to roll back environmental funding and
put in stricter immigration rules.

Obama praised Trudeau and said he looked forward to
the prime minister's continued leadership on those issues
in the coming years.

Obama said he and Trudeau are going to try and get as
much work completed on thinning the borders during the
last two months of his presidency.
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Ganada won't change stance on Guba
even with Trump In Whlte House Trudeau

CANADIAN PRESS - Prime Minister Justin Trudeau told
a group of Cuban students today that he won't change
Canada's stance on Cuba, even though his views are at odds
with the man set to lead Canada's biggest trading partner.

When asked about the U.S. embargo on Cuba, the election
of Donald Trump and concerns about the future of Canada-
Cuba relations, Trudeau repeatedly tried to calm curious
university students in his audience.

The front row also held an unexpected guest: Cuban
President Raul Castro.

“For me, election results in the United States won't
change the strong relationship that is a friendship and a
partnership between Canada and Cuba," Trudeau said.

Trudeau said Canada doesn't see a contradiction or issue
with being a steadfast and unflinching friend to Cuba and
being an ally of the United States. He said the foreign affairs
stance is one way Canadians reassure themselves “that we
are our own country, that we make our own choices."

“We disagree with the approach the United States has
taken with Cuba. We think that our approach is much better
_of partnership, of collaboration, of engagement,” he said.

“Butit's not our job to tell our friends and allies what they
should do or shouldn't do. It's our job to make sure we're
doing what we know that we should do, that we can do in
terms of creating opportunities for Canadians, for Canadian

companies, but also opportunities for Cuba to continue to
develop, to modernize, to improve in the many areas that
it's building success in."

The hour-long session with students at the University of
Havana came on the same day the Cuban military began
five days of exercises, manoeuvres that were first staged
when Ronald Reagan was in the White House, but haven't
taken place in the last three years.

The exercises are seen as a direct response to Trump's
election victory in the United States and his promise to roll

back the steps Barack Obama has taken to revive relations
with Cuba that were cut off in 1961.

At the time, Canada decided to retain ties with Cuba.
Trudeau referenced his father's visit to Cuba as prime
minister in 1976, the first by a NATO leader and his own
personal forays to Cuba in his remarks to the assembled
students, media and Cuban officials.

The event came after the prime minister sat down in
the morning with eight “civil society” representatives,
including a former Cuban diplomat to Canada, a blogger,
a leader in the country's Jewish community and a
documentary filmmaker critical of state policies.

The eight were chosen because they spoke to issues the
prime minister has trumpeted at home and abroad.

Someinthe room have faced harassment, orbeen detained
for their public views. Others have advocacy groups that
must come under the umbrella of the state in order to be
eligible for funding and continue operations.

The group was different from the dissidents U.S. President
Barack Obama met during his visit to Cuba, after relations
were renewed in December 2014.

Trudeau told the students later about the meeting
with local activists, adding that he raised issues around
governance and human rights with Castro during their
closed-door meeting Tuesday night.

targeting Canada's secret

info and technology, spy agency warns

CANADIAN PRESS - Canada's spy agency is openly
warning that Russia and China are out to steal the country's
most prized secrets.

The Canadian Security Intelligence Service, which rarely
identifies security threats by name, makes the frank
statement in briefing notes prepared for service director
Michel Coulombe.

While Canada grapples with the problem of jihadi-
inspired extremists, the long-standing threat of espionage
is also a worrisome preoccupation, the spy agency says in
the notes.

“Russia and China, in particular, continue to target
Canada's classified information and advanced technology,

as well as government officials and systems."

The Canadian Press used the Access to Information law to
recently obtain the briefing materials, intended for use by
Coulombe at a March meeting of the Senate committee on
national security and defence.

CSIS spokeswoman Tahera Mufti declined to elaborate on
specific aspects of investigations, but she emphasized the
spy service's broad concerns.

“Canada remains a target for the traditional espionage
activities of a number of foreign states, which continue
to gather political, economic, and military information in
Canada through clandestine means," she said.

“States and other entities abroad have interests _political,

economic and territorial _ and will pursue those interests
by a variety of means. Some will do so through espionage
and interference, targeting the Canadian economy, strategic
interests and assets, societal institutions and members of
the diaspora.”

Western security officials have stressed in recent years
that old-fashioned spying has continued to thrive in the
post-Cold War era _with occasional public flareups serving
as pointed reminders.

Three years ago, junior Canadian navy officer Jeffrey
Delisle was sentenced to 20 years in prison after pleading
guilty to passing classified western intelligence to Russia

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NDP aim to pressure Liberals to accept PR
by backing electoral reform referendum

CANADIAN PRESS - New Democrats have dropped their
opposition to holding a national referendum on electoral
reform in a bid to pressure the governing Liberals into
agreeing to a proportional voting system.

The move Wednesday was aimed at forging a united front
in favour of proportional representation among opposition
parties, who hold the majority on an all-party committee
that is supposed to recommend an alternative to Canada's
first-past-the-post voting system by Dec. 1.

Committee members have been holed up behind closed
doors this week, attempting to reach a consensus which
has so far proved elusive.

NDP, Bloc Quebecois and Green members of the committee
support a proportional voting system but Conservatives
have said they will not support any change unless it is
approved by Canadians in a referendum. The Bloc also
wants a referendum.

Conservative democratic reform critic Scott Reid was not
immediately available for comment. But NDP counterpart
Nathan Cullen said he's had “good" conversations with
Reid thus far about the NDP's willingness to make a
concession on the referendum idea.

Asked if it will be enough to win Tory support for
proportional representation, Cullen said Reid has
acknowledged that the majority of experts and average
folks consulted by the committee overwhelmingly favour a

proportional voting system.

"I can't see us writing a report that doesn't reflect that
back," he said.

Liberal committee members have not yet tipped their
hand on what voting system they prefer. But Prime Minister
Justin Trudeau _ who promised during the 2015 federal
election campaign that it would be the last conducted under
first-past-the-post _ has in the past expressed a preference
for a ranked ballot system, a model opposition parties
maintain would disproportionately benefit the Liberals.

The NDP is now attempting to force the Liberals' hand.

"It would be strange if we had a scenario in which the
opposition parties were able to make concessions and
come to an agreement to help the Liberals fulfil their
campaign promise, their throne speech commitment, and
have the Liberals opposed to that," Cullen said.

Democratic Institutions Minister Maryam Monsef's office
had no comment on the NDP move, other than to say she
looks forward to the committee's report. She has repeatedly
said she's not a fan of holding a referendum, which could
be divisive and costly, but that she'd have to take the idea
seriously if the committee recommends it.

Among the problems with holding a referendum is the
tight time frame in which electoral reform must take place
to deliver on Trudeau's promise. Chief electoral officer
Marc Mayrand has said legislation implementing a new

voting system must be in place by June if Elections Canada
is to have the system up and running in time for the next
election in October 2019.

Cullen acknowledged that the Referendum Act would
have to be amended before a vote could be held, to impose
spending limits on campaigners, among other things. And
more time could be lost negotiating all-party agreement on
the question to be put to Canadians and the threshold of
support _ not just Canada-wide but also regionally _ that
would be required to approve a change.

Still, Cullen said he believes Elections Canada could
“begin the work" as soon as a new system is proposed
by the committee, even before it's put to a referendum or
legislation is passed.

The NDP would like the referendum to be modelled on the
recent electoral reform plebiscite in Prince Edward Island,
which gave Islanders five different options and asked them
to rank their choices on a preferential ballot. Ultimately, 52
per cent voted for a mixed member proportional system, a
result arrived at after four rounds of voting.

Just 36 per cent of eligible voters cast ballots, prompting
Premier Wade MacLauchlan to question the legitimacy of
the choice.

“We'd have to work on participation, we'd want a very
high turnout,”" Cullen conceded.

Police arrest 'young man' in connection to
racist graffiti in Ottawa

CANADIAN PRESS - Ottawa police say they've made an
arrest following a recent spate of racist graffiti.

At a solidarity event at a south-end synagogue, Chief
Charles Bordeleau said a young man was arrested Saturday
morning after he was allegedly found trying to deface the
Jewish Community Centre.

The man appeared in court Saturday morning and is facing
several charges, including uttering threats of a dangerous
weapon and mischief to religious buildings.

Bordeleau says it's important to remember these acts do
not represent this community.

Earlier in the week, an Ottawa mosque and a church with

Machzikei Hadas huI covered in Nazi

slogans. Photo by Jonathan Freedman
a black pastor were vandalized with swastikas and hateful
graffiti, days after a number of similar attacks on Jewish
institutions in the city.

The incidents were addressed in the House of Commons,

and Ontario Premier Kathleen Wynne visited one of the
affected synagogues on Saturday.

"It is absolutely never acceptable to have that kind of
hate expressed in communities,” she said. “By doing these
things, by defacing people's property and religious sacred
sites really to instill fear in communities, it's reprehensible.”

Ottawa's largest synagogue thanked police for their
“considerable efforts” in investigating the graffiti attacks
on religious institutions, including Kehillat Beth Israel.

“We are incredibly grateful for all of the support we have
received from our Ottawa community," Rabbi Eytan Kenter
said Saturday in a release.
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Pauline Marois satisfied with Quebec
2012 election night shooter's sentence

CANADIAN PRESS - Former Quebec premier Pauline
Marois says she's satisfied Richard Henry Bain will spend at
least 20 years behind bars before being eligible for parole.

Bain was convicted by a jury in August for fatally shooting
a lighting technician outside the Metropolis nightclub
on Sept. 4, 2012 as Marois was inside addressing her
supporters after the Parti Quebecois' election victory.

A judge ruled Friday that Bain can't apply for parole until
he's served a full 20 years, largely because of the political

nature of the offences.

Quebec Superior Court Justice Guy Cournoyer said Bain
was fuelled by hatred towards sovereigntists and anger at
the election result when he fired the bullet that killed one
stagehand and seriously wounded another.

Bain's second-degree murder conviction carries a
sentence of life imprisonment but Cournoyer could have
set parole eligibility anywhere between 10 and 25 years.

Marois, who has largely remained silent on the events that

marred her first night as premier-elect, says she's pleased
the judge recognized the political nature of the attack.

Speaking Saturday in Montreal, Marois said she'd “never
wanted to use the event for political ends."

“I've never wanted to manipulate public opinion, but I'm
very pleased that this was the result we've arrived at today.
Justice has been served,” she said at an event in Montreal
marking the 40-year anniversary of the Parti Quebecois’
first provincial election victory.

Developer puts plan to build Muslim
residential community near Montreal on hold

CANADIAN PRESS - The developer behind a controversial
proposal to build a Muslim housing community on
Montreal's south shore has temporarily put his plans on
hold.

Nabil Warda said he's not giving up on the idea, but decided
to postpone a presentation to the local Islamic community
centre in Brossard scheduled for Friday evening.

He said he put off the meeting because of the backlash he's
faced this week over his plan to build dozens of homes near
the community.

"My plan is to make a project that is acceptable, legally and
socially, when the people are ready to accept it,” he said.

He said his proposal was misinterpreted as a “Muslim
ghetto”" although he had never intended to limit

membership to any one group.

“Right now, we are just letting things calm down and
waiting for the time people will use their brains more than
their emotions," he said.

The plan drew widespread criticism this week, with
Premier Philippe Couillard weighing in that the concept of
segregated neighbourhoods runs counter to Quebec values
of diversity and inclusiveness.

A spokesman for the Islamic Community Centre based
in Brossard, Que., said it wasn't associated with Warda's
project.

The centre published a statement on its website saying it
did not wish to be linked “to development projects that are
not initiated or approved by ICC or its management.”

“We promote full integration within Quebec society and
we are proud Quebecers and Canadians,” the statement
read.

Warda, an accountant, said his proposed development
would be open to all qualified buyers, regardless of colour,
race and religion. His primary goal with the project is to
help Muslim families who couldn't otherwise buy homes
because their beliefs prevent them from paying interest.

“We are second-class citizens money-wise," he said. "It
is unfair that because people have religious beliefs, they
cannot have access to real estate.”

He's hoping to show there's enough demand to convince
banks to offer what he calls “Islamic financing,” where the
principal and interest are presented as one lump sum.

Quebec announces public inquiry into the
protection of journalists' sources

CANADIAN PRESS - The Quebec government officially
launched a public inquiry on Wednesday into police
surveillance of journalists.

Jacques Chamberland, a judge with the province's court
of appeal, will chair the inquiry. Guylaine Bachand, a
lawyer specialized in media law and Alexandre Matte,
a former Quebec City police chief, will sit as the other
two commissioners. The inquiry's mandate will include

identifying best practices to protect the confidentiality of
journalistic sources.

They must report back to the legislature by Mar: 1, 2018.

Premier Philippe Couillard had announced an inquiry
would be held after Montreal and provincial police
admitted they collected data from the cellphones of several
journalists in order to uncover their sources.

Justice Minister Stephanie Vallee said the inquiry “will

be the same as the Charbonneau Commission," which was
enacted in 2011 to look into corruption in the construction
industry and the illegal financing of political parties.

The inquiry is public but commissioners will be able to
hear certain witnesses behind closed doors in the event
they are linked to ongoing investigations.

Commissioners will hear testimony covering the period
between May 2010 until present day.
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Three cigarette companies in court
appealing 2015 landmark Quebec judgment

CANADIAN PRESS - After being on the losing end of a
$15-billion ruling in 2015, three major tobacco firms began
their appeal on Monday in an effort to overturn the historic
verdict.

Lawyers for Imperial Tobacco, ]JTI-Macdonald and
Rothmans-Benson & Hedges began arguments in front of
Quebec's Court of Appeal during hearings that are expected
to last until Friday.

In June 2015, Superior Court Justice Brian Riordan ruled
that the tobacco companies chose profits over the health of
their customers in an lengthy 276-page ruling in a case that
what was believed to be the biggest class action in Canada's
history.

The companies were targeted by two separate lawsuits
heard at the same time, which were filed in 1998 and only
argued in courtin 2012.

One lawsuit was started by people who were addicted to
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cigarettes and couldn't quit, and the second was brought by
those who had suffered from cancer or emphysema.

Some 76 witnesses testified and nearly 43,000 documents
were deposited as evidence, including internal tobacco
company documents that showed smokers didn't know or

understand the risks associated with cigarettes.

The three cigarette companies argued their customers
knew the risks of smoking. Moreover, the firms claimed
their products were sold legally under strict regulation by
the federal government.

The legal battle is separate from an effort by the province
to recoup health-care costs from tobacco firms.

All Canadian provinces have filed medical cost recovery
lawsuits seeking compensation for costs stemming from
smoking-related disease.

Quebec used legislation adopted in 2009 to bring an
ongoing, $60-billion suit against Imperial Tobacco, JTI-
Macdonald and Rothmans-Benson & Hedges.

In May, the Supreme Court of Canada refused to hear JTI-
MacDonald, which was trying to invalidate that provincial
legislation.

Ottawa announces plan to dismantle
abandoned cargo ship near Quebec town

CANADIAN PRESS - The dismantling of an abandoned,
rusting cargo ship southwest of Montreal should begin
next spring, the federal government announced Thursday.

A contract has been awarded for the construction of a
protective embankment around the Kathryn Spirit to allow
it to be taken apart in the water next year.

Transport Minister Marc Garneau laid out details of the
plan at a news conference near the hulking vessel just
three days after Prime Minister Justin Trudeau outlined a
$1.5-billion marine protection plan for Canada's oceans.

“One element of that was measures to put in place, for
the future, with respect to abandoned or derelict vessels,"
Garneau said.

While the exact numbers aren't available, Garneau
said estimates suggest there are between 600 and 700
abandoned vessels on Canada's three coasts.

“We are putting in place measures that will penalize _and
there will be very strict penalties _those who are owners of
ships and abandon their ships,” he said.

The Kathryn Spirit was brought to Beauharnois in 2011
by a private Quebec firm hoping to dismantle it in the St.
Lawrence River and sell it for scrap.

That project didn't materialize and the bulk carrier
was sold to Mexican interests who have since declared
bankruptcy.

They abandoned the vessel last year on the shores of Lake
St. Louis, which streams into the St. Lawrence.

Garneau says the ship has been largely emptied of any
hazardous materials and that the Coast Guard has been
keeping close tabs on it since the summer.

Deputy commissioner Julie Gascon said the dismantling
will take place on site because the ship's condition rules out
transporting it elsewhere.

“The situation with the vessel is stable, however building
the embankment is a priority in order to isolate completely
the vessel from the environment,”" Gascon said.

Construction of the embankment will cost $7.9 million
and will be carried out by Groupe St. Pierre, the Quebec
firm that bought the ship in the first place.

Garneau defended the decision to use the company, which
is located near the ship and is able to begin construction
immediately.

Once the first phase is done, Ottawa will put out a tender
to find someone to actually dismantle the ship, probably

next spring.

The cost of tearing down the vessel isn't known, Garneau
said.

Local NDP MP Anne Minh-Thu Quach welcomed the
announcement for more stringent rules, having lobbied
three different transport and fisheries ministers to
intervene in the Kathryn Spirit over the years.

Through an access-to-information request, she learned
the ship contained 7,000 tonnes of contaminated water as
of April.

“It's time to make sure this never happens again in Quebec
or anywhere else in Canada,” she said.

A working group comprised of federal and local officials
had been discussing the matter since February.

Beauharnois Mayor Claude Haineault said he was pleased
with Thursday's announcement after working tirelessly to
have the ship removed from his town, about 60 kilometres
southwest of Montreal.

“We're very happy, we've been waiting for this decision,"
Haineault said.
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Musician and poet Leonard Cohen glven Halachic burial

Leonard Cohen was given a Halachic Jewish burial in a
quiet ceremony before the media was notified of the poet
and musician's passing.

Eliezer Ben Nissan HaKohen was born in Montreal on
the 12th of Tishrei, 5695 (September 12, 1934). His great-
uncle, Rabbi Zvi Hirsch Cohen, a pious graduate of the
Volozhin Yeshiva, had been the chief rabbi of Montreal and
Canada.

Born in Westmount, both his grandparents were
prominent Orthodox Jews. His mother's father was Rabbi
Shlomo Kolnitsky-Kline, a graduate of the Kovno Yeshiva.
He was called the Sar HaDikduki (master of grammarians),
and he wrote important Sefarim, including a thesaurus
on Talmudic interpretation. His father's father was Lyon
Cohen, one of the founders of the Shaar Hashomayim Shul,
of which Leonard was a member.

In an interview with Jeff Burger, he told the biographer
that he often reads Tehillim to find inspiration for his
music and poetry. "When they lift up the Torah and say ‘Etz
chayim hi'mah chazikim bah, that kind of thing sent a chill
down my back," he said. "I wanted to be that one who lifted
up the Torah."

He also recalled his pride at being a Kohen. "I wanted to
wear white clothes, go into the Holy of Holies, and negotiate
with the deepest resources of my soul,” he told Burger.
"That was poetry to me."

As Cohen's fame grew, he took public stands for Jewish
causes and openly displayed his Judaism with pride, singing
in Yiddish and going on a tour in Israel where he performed
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the Birkas Kohanlm Durlng the Yom Klppur war in 1973
he flew to Israel to perform and raise the morale of Jewish
soldiers. Cohen's father had fought in World War [, and he
rushed to Israel, because as he later told the media, "I am
committed to the survival of the Jewish people.”

According to the New York Times, he was Shabbos
observanton tour and wore Tefillin. He described inheriting
his grandfather's Tefillin, gazing at them and trying to make
sense of them. "I saw I really could use this material, how
exquisite and skillful these prayers were, how they had
been designed by minds that you have to incline your
heads towards," he said. "These minds who designed these
prayers or received the inspiration to design these prayers-
these are incredibly subtle and exquisite prayers for lifting
the soul."

Just before Rosh Hashana, Cohen released a single which
he worked on together with Cantor Gideon Zelermyer
of the Shaar Hashomayim and his choir. The song quotes
directly from the mourner's Kaddish.

Cohen passed away on Monday, the 6th of Cheshvan
(November 7) and was buried quietly in the Orthodox
Jewishtradition nearthe entrance ofthe Shaar Hashomayim
cemetery on Mont Royal.

The media was notified of his passing on Thursday when
the Shaar Hashomayim issued a release which noted
that, "Leonard’s wish was to be laid to rest in a traditional
Jewish rite beside his parents, grandparents and great-
grandparents.”

Rabbi Adam Scheier shared in a post on social media, that
the community had taken great pride in Cohen. "Our pride
was not simply that a child of the congregation grew up to
be successful and famous; rather; it was that Leonard took
the Jewish themes and concepts that he learned at The
Shaar and gave them new and inspired expression in his
poetry and his songs," wrote Rabbi Scheier. "It was at The
Shaar that Leonard first encountered the liturgy of Who By
Fire, the praise of Hallelujah, and the reverence of Hineni,
I'm ready, my Lord."

Rabbi Scheier also shared a photograph depictiong
the graduation registry of the 1949 Shaar Hashomayim
Hebrew School. The second signatory is a 14-year-old
Leonard Cohen.

Montreal Kosher teams up with food safety groups

Montreal Kosher, the Kashrus certification arm of the
Jewish Community Council of Montreal (Vaad Ha'ir), has
teamed up with two food safety groups to ensure that
the standards of food certified by the MK qualifies for
international safety standards.

The two food safety companies are the Medina Quality
Food Assurances Company and Food With A Conscience,
bothlocated in Montreal. The goalis to allow establishments
and companies with MK certifications to achieve the Global
Food Safety Initiative (GFSI) standard and an independent
committee of international experts will work with the MK
and both companies to help them accomplish their goal.

GFSI works with the USDA and CFIA in the United States
and Canada, as well as numerous other international food
inspection agencies to help companies and establishments
move forward toward obtaining gold (advanced and high
level of food safety), silver (intermediate) or bronze (basic
level), and guide them through the process.

As part of the process, companies and food suppliers
register online and monitor their progress toward
obtaining that gold standard, which is internationally
recognized and comes with lots of prestige.

Achieving bronze means that basic GFSI requirements
were met. Those seeking gold must go through an external
audit and certification process.

For the MK, who received a large grant from the Canadian
government in 2011 to go toward setting national
standards, this means that kosher food manufacturers will
ensure that not only are all their ingredients kosher, but
they are also up to par in food safety standards.

Having a Mashgiach in general enhances food safety
and quality, as manufacturers are virtually unable to
commit food fraud by doctoring labels or misidentifying
ingredients.

"This came as a result of years of looking at ways where
Kosher food inspection carried out by our inspectors and

questions required for general government procedures
may overlap,” explained Rabbi Saul Emanuel, Executive
Director of the Jewish Community Council. "In many
instances, we are looking for the same information. Many
companies do not have the wherewithal to invest and
achieve GFSI goals in one move and it was with this in mind
that we have partnered with different experts in the field
to try and give an opportunity to small and medium sized
companies, to achieve this goal slowly, with the assistance
of this group. The group consists of experts in the field, both
locally and international and who have vast experience in
the field of food safety."

Food with a Conscience recently partnered with a new
Kosher kitchen in Montreal that provides meals for Air
Canada, Air France, Air Transat, British Air, Canjet and Via
Rail to provide healthier and safer meals with the highest
standards of Kashrus to consumers.

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Adil Charkaoui blasts Eruv in social media post

Adil Charkaoui, a controversial Muslim leader in
Quebec who had been arrested in 2003 by the Canadian
government under a security certificate, recently displayed
his ignorance regarding the concept of Eruv in a social
media post bemoaning Islamophobia.

Who is Adil Charkaoui?

Charkaoui, an Imam and combat sport group leader; is the
President of the Quebec Collective Against Islamophobia.
In 2003, the Canadian government arrested him on
security certificate after evidence was submitted alleging
that he had partaken in Jihadist training while on visits to
Afghanistan and Pakistan. However, by 2009 all restrictions
on Charkaoui were cancelled.

By 2013, Charkaoui had become a prominent voice for
Islam in Quebec, battling Islamophobia and defending
controversial Islamic preachers and teachings on radio and
television.

Charkaoui rented space in College de Maisonneuve and
College Rosemont to teach Islam and other studies in the
Arabic language. In 2015, six of his students fled Montreal
to join ISIS in Syria and College de Maisonneuve suspended
their lease agreement with Charkaoui. Rosemont
terminated their lease after disturbing content was
discovered on Charkaoui's school's website including calls
for the expulsion of Jews and Christians from Arab lands
and the assertion that "all Jews are liars." The outraged
Imam went on television where he called ISIS a product of
the United States government. After pressure from various
groups, College de Maisonneuve allowed Charkaoui's
classes to continue under school supervision.

Charkaoui with supporters

This past February, Muslim students at College de
Maisonneuve were reportedly harassing non-Muslims in
the school library, and savagely beat two students in the
school parking lot. In March, Charkaoui and a group of
students were discovered by a College de Maisonneuve
security guard praying in a room they had rented to
play soccer. When the guard intervened, the students
surrounded him and started pelting him with sports
equipment and Charkaoui allegedly gave him a shove.

Charkaoui was arrested, and tried shifting blame on
Jews, Kvetching that "Muslim schools are investigated day
and night yet twelve Jewish schools are unlicensed and
nobody talks about it." The Imam also blamed the "Zionist
lobby" who "want to prevent the smooth integration of the
Muslim community in a province where the demographics
and language are not on their side."

Complaints regarding residential Muslim project

When the media recently discovered that members of
a Brossard mosque were planning on purchasing a 100
Hectare plot of land in the Monteregie area for a Muslim
enclave, it was blasted by many pundits.

In a post on social media, Charkaoui called out those
who oppose the project, noting that "Islamophobia means
accepting a Chinese, Italian, Greek or Jewish neighborhood
surrounded by an Eruv (iron wire that makes it possible to
delimit Chassidic territory), but to tear ones shirt when it's
Muslim neighbourhood."

"l am not a partisan of ghettoization, but I believe that
every community has the right to live where it wants - as
long as it does not discriminate against others, of course,"
he added. "This is indeed the case for the project we are
talking about in the media."

Charkaoui may have a point regarding the Islamophobia,
but he clearly doesn't understand what the Eruv is nor its
purpose. The Eruv doesn't determine the boundaries of
a community. Its goal is to allow community members to
carry on Shabbos by turning a public domain into a large
private one through the use of string or wire. The Eruv
allows Jews the ability to carry house keys, medicine and
babies on Shabbos, and affects the lives of people with
limited mobility and those responsible for taking care
of babies and young children. Chassidim are not the only
Jewish communities to use an Eruv. In fact, Montreal has
several Eruvs in predominantly Jewish areas such as Cote
St Luc, de Vimy and Outremont.

Lubavitch Yeshiva celebrates 75th anniversary

It was Rosh Chodesh Cheshvan. There was excitement in
the air as the students received a special birthday invitation.
Yeshivas Tomchei T'mimim Montreal - established in 1941
- was inviting its students to celebrate its 75th birthday.

On Beis Cheshvan, the students were greeted by a huge,
hand painted “Happy Birthday” sign. The principal, Rabbi
Ezagui, opened with words of welcome and introduced the
guest speaker - a most esteemed individual and former
principal of the Yeshiva - Rabbi Feigelstock. Rabbi Ezagui
gave the students some background on Rabbi Feigelstock
and explained that he is one of the pillars of the Yeshivah.

As this was a rare opportunity to interview Rabbi
Feigelstock, some of the students prepared questions...

“Please tell us a little about where you are from and what
led you to become a Lubavitcher Chassid?”

The students listened as Rabbi Feigelstock took them
back to the very first time he met the Frierdiker Rebbe

and the Rebbe (who was then the Frierdiker Rebbe’s
secretary) in Vienna, Austria. Later, during World War 2 he
came to Montreal. He was one of the original bochurim in
Montreal’s newly established branch of Tomchei T'mimim.
Several years later he became a teacher in the same Yeshiva.

“How did you become the principal?” was the next
question.

Rabbi Feigelstock explained that the position of principal
became vacant after Rabbi Rodal (the first principal of
Yeshivas Tomchei T'mimim Montreal) had left. The Rebbe
instructed Rabbi Feigelstock to assume the position. He
took over as principal in 1953 and held that position for 40
years!

Another story Rabbi Feigelstock shared. Once, Rabbi
Feigelstock met a former talmid, the student shared
a memory with his former principal. One time, Rabbi
Feigelstock asked his class to line up. While the rest of the
class was standing in line, he didn’t get into the line. Rabbi
Feigelstock pulled him aside and said, “It is important to
always be in the proper line” He told his former principal,
that although much time had passed since he had been

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Woman arrested for antisemitic comments at Concordia

A 21-year-old woman at downtown Concordia was
arrested for speweing antisemitic comments after coming
across artists painting a mural promoting peace in the
Middle East, according to the Canadian Jewish News.

The incident took place on November 9th when a New
York based group called Artists4lsrael were completing
the mural. According to Criag Dershowitz of A4l, a young
woman grabbed an Israeli flag off the wall and raced off
campus and into the street with it. AEPi Presdient Mike
Nashen, one of the event's organizers, chased after her with
several other attendees, and when they caught up with
her she started swearing and shouting antisemitic slurs,
stuffing the flag into a garbage can and stating that the
students belong in the garbage. She also allegedly shoved
one of the event organizers.

A complaint was filed, and Concordia University is taking
it seriously. A police report has also been filed, and campus
security are working with police to identify and locate the

suspect.
"We are pleased that Concordia University is taking the
matter very seriously," said Rabbi Reuben Poupko of the

Centre for Israel and Jewish Affairs. "Concordia’s Dean of
Students has met with the students involved."

"CIJA-Québec is deeply troubled that an artistic activity
designed to foster dialogue and understanding was
aggressively disrupted by an individual," he told the
Canadian Jewish News. "University campuses should be
havens for freedom of expression and artistic creativity.
Campuses must be spaces for respectful debate, and there
should be no room or tolerance for thuggish behavior of
this sort."

The day prior to the Concordia incident, a mural was
painted on McGill's main campus, organized by Chabad
of McGill. Protesters showed up with placards and
Palestionian flags but the incident did not get heated. The
mural featured the Israeli and Canadian flags and delivered
amessage of peace.

Westbury attacks suspect released with restraining order

The man suspected of verbally and physically harassing
visibly identifiable Jews has been released from police
custody to a facility where he will be evaluated over the
coming week, after which he may be released.

Over the last few months, the suspect has been harassing
Jews in the Westbury area, swearing at them and shouting
that "blacks are the chosen people." He has also delivered
death threats to several Chassidic men, knocked hats off
the heads of two young Yeshiva students, chased a religious
boy down the street, and slapped a Yarmulke off the head

Thanks to numerous police reports, followed up by
victims identifying the suspect in a police lineup, and an
image of the suspect captured by a surveillance camera,
he was arrested. He has a court appearance scheduled in
January, and a restraining order barring him from being
anywhere between Jean Talon - Cote St Catherine and
Decarie - Lavoie.

If seen within that perimeter, please notify the police
immediately.

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Kristallnacht commemorated at Montreal Museum of Fine Arts Gala

On November 9th, the Jewish world commemorated the
78th anniversary of Kristallnacht, the infamous pogrom
organized and perpetrated by the Nazis called "the night of
broken glass” due to the shards of glass littering the streets
of Jewish ghettos throughout Nazi Germany.

Montreal's Jewish community gathered in the Gelber
Centre to remember the horrific evening that many believe
was the start of the Holocaust. Survivors gave testimony
and a Yahrzeit candle was lit. Chazan and survivor Fishel
Golding recited the Kel Malei Rachamim in memory of
those murdered during Kristallnacht.

In the Montreal Museum of Fine Arts, Kristallnacht was
recalled at a small gala showcasing the new Hornstein
Pavilion for Peace that had been donated by Holocaust
survivors Michal and Renata Hornstein.

The new Pavilion is 4,958 square metres on six floors and
will be filled with international works of art, open to the
public for free. It also includes a new sculpture and cultural
garden on Bishop Street between the Quartier de Musee
and Concordia.

Sari Hornstein shared some words at the event, recalling
how her father had witnessed Kristallnacht, and his belief
that the new pavilion, a structure "of steel and iron with
lots of solid windows" was his response.

Montreal Mayor Denis Coderre thanked the Hornstein
family for their generosity and Quebec Premier Philippe
Couillard praised the Jewish community for helping make a
difference in the city of Montreal over several generations,
building it into the metropolis it is today.

Storyteller travels through Quebec sharmg tale of Esther Brandeau

On November 15th, professional storyteller Frangois
Créte was in Rimouski, a town on the St Lawrence river that
is a three hour drive northeast of Quebec City, performing
the true story of a Jewish girl who disguised herself as a
Christian boy and snuck into new France to become the
Jew in Canada.

Créte brought numerous objects on stage as she shared
the tale of Jacques La Farge, a young sailor in 1738 who
traveled to Quebec on the St Michel ship. Upon arriving in
New France, La Farge was discovered to be a Jewish girl
named Esther Brandeau who had masqueraded in order to
explore the new frontier when (at the time) only Roman

Catholics were allowed in Quebec.

In Créte's story, which is based on research the
storyteller conducted, Brandeau was a jack of all trades
and adventurous Jewish girl from a small ghetto near
Bayonne (in South West France) whose parents sent her
to Amsterdamfor a Shidduch, but the ship never makes it
to the Netherlands and Brandeau opts to not return home.

In real life, upon discovery of the masquerade, Brandeau
was arrested by the Intendant Hocquart of New France
and taken to the General Hospital of Quebec City where
Hocquart spent close to a year trying to convert the
Jewish girl to Catholicism. When that failed, Brandeau was

deported back to France at the expense of the state on a
ship called the Comte de Matignon.

Créte used objects both Jewish and native as props
through her performance, sharing the "story of hope and
freedom."

The show's Premiere had been performed at the Quebec
City International Storytellers Festival, and Créte's tour,
which has traveled through Eastern Quebec from Mont-Joli
to Les Méchins, and will next stop in Gaspé, was sponsored
thanks to a bursary from the Conseil des arts et lettres du
Québec.

Hate crimes on the rise in Quebec, per Montreal Gazette

A recent article in the Montreal Gazette suggests that hate
crimes are on the rise in Quebec and Montreal.

The article, written by Catherine Solyom, focuses on
ultranationalist groups. According to data gathered by
several Universities, Quebec has 20-25 right wing extremist
groups with between 15-100 members in each group.
Among their targets is the Jewish community.

There are more right wing extremist groups in Quebec
than in any other Canadian province, and academics
suggest that they are growing. Most of their current actions
target Muslims, but there is plenty of antisemitic hate to go
around.

Barbara Perry of the University of Ontario Institute of
Technology, who co-authored the study, told the Gazette
that due in large part to the skinhead music scene in the
province, neo-Nazism is particularly thriving in Quebec.

Hate crimes have steadily risen in Quebec, according
to data from the Minister of Public Security. In 2013-
2014, there were 164 reported hate crimes. That jumped

to 257 the next year, due in part to what Perry called an
"enabling climate," which included the proposed charter of
values and the terror acts in St Jean sur Richelieu and on
Parliament Hill.

Data from the Montreal Police suggested a sharp rise in
hate crimes targeting religions (such as Islamophobia
or antisemitism). The charter of values was introduced
in May, 2013. Two years later; hate crimes in Quebec had
increased by 47% (39% in Montreal).

In the last week, two swastikas were discovered in the
Montreal area. One small swastika was accompanied by
white supremacist signs on a Pointe-Claire mailbox. The
other; a large one, had been painted right next to a Jewish-
owned bakery on St Laurent.

Ottawa's Jewish community has also been the victim
of antisemitic graffitti, with a blood red swastika and the
word "kike" spraypainted on the front door of a rabbi's
home (ironically partially covering a sign which says "all
are welcome").

"We've seen the rise of white nationalism in recent
years, first in Europe, and now increasingly in Canada,"
said Amanda Hohmann, National Director of B’nai Brith
Canada’s League for Human Rights. "B'nai Brith has
been warning politicians and police departments about
increasing antisemitic vandalism and violence for years,
and it’s time to take serious action against the perpetrators
of these crimes."

"These attacks are a symptom of the larger white
nationalist movement gaining ground and acceptance
around the world, and unless we start upholding the
laws that are supposed to protect Canadians from being
targeted by hate crimes, this is a problem which is going to
get worse before it gets better," she continued.

The Gazette article concluded with a frightening sample
list of violent white supremacists in Quebec who were
caught over the last few years.

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New Synagogues banned throughout Outremont borough

November 20th arrived and it was a cold day, with rain
that turned to snow. Residents put on their coats, hats
and gloves and took the time to head out and vote (62%
participation).

Ironically, the headquarters for the NON group was located
on Bernard, next door to a Synagogue. Throughout the day,
volunteers called citizens in the Bernard zone, offering lifts
to those unable to walk to the voting centre on Dollard.

Outremont becomes first borough in North America
to ban new places of worship

The first results to come in arrived around 9:00 PM. The
ballots from the early voting period the week prior had
been counted. 678 had voted OUI 463 NON.

Within an hour, the final numbers were released. 1561 had
voted OUIL 1202 had voted NON. Essentially this meant that
over 800 residents had gone out on a nasty day and voted
for banning new Synagogues throughout the borough.

In the NON headquarters, Mindy Pollak stood up and
conceded defeat. She thanked all the volunteers and
supporters, and pointed out the positive side of the
referendum, in that it brought some neighbours closer
together.

The media spoke to organizers and residents from both
sides. Most of those who voted OUI stated that the reason
they voted for the ban was because it could hurt business,
but some of them took it further.

In an interview with Global News (1:25 of the video here
http://globalnews.ca/.../outremont-residents-vote-on-
bylaw-b.../), resident Andre Gibeau said, "I just think that
they're taking too much space."

"It's a little bit squeezed but they should maybe live like us
instead of trying to enforce their way," he added.

Valerie Boyer told Global News that she felt Chassidim
were "invading a bit, to say it politely."

Reaction from the Chassidic community

Radio Canada had sent a film crew to the NON
headquarters. After the results came in, a live press
conference was set up. "It's very disappointing said
spokesperson Abraham Ekstein. "This bylaw that just
passed makes Outremont the only municipality in North
America where new Synagogues are now forbidden."

"As 1 said throughout the campaign, in a constitutional
democracy, the rights of the majority is not to discriminate
against minorities," he added. "We will use our rights
within the constitution to go to court and just like in the
past, where the courts have twice ruled against Outremont
for discriminatory bylaws, hopefully we will get the same
results this time."

Borough Councillor Mindy Pollak was also saddened
by the results. "Rather than regulating places of worship,
as several boroughs have successfully done, the mayor

of Outremont chose to ban them," she said. "Instead of
promoting “vivre-ensemble” and cohabitation between the
communities, Marie Cing-Mars has exacerbated tensions
within the borough.”

Pollak predicted that the bylaw will not achieve its
purported purpose, to revitalize Outremont's streets, and
will actually further cost the borough's taxpayers as they
pay for the legal costs to defend the "irresponsible decision
by the Mayor of Outremont."

She also lashed out at Borough Councillor Marie Potvin.
"It should be noted that the borough of Outremont is
now the only place in Canada where places of worship
are banned," she stressed. "This fact does not seem to
concern the councillor of the Coderre administration in
the borough, Marie Potvin, who supported this bylaw. It's
obvious that vivre-ensemble is just a slogan for the Coderre
administration.”

From a legal perspective

Julius Grey, a constitutional lawyer who will be
representing the Chassidic community in court told
CBC that there is strong reason to believe the ban will be
overturned with a court ruling.

According to Grey, the Supreme Court has stated that
citizens must have "an adequate place of worship within

the areas that you live," which may be more of a factor in
this instance, being that Chassidim don't drive on Shabbos
and certain holidays.

"It's very possible that the will of the majority is simply
unconstitutional," he told CBC Daybreak in an interview.
"The very notion of the Charter means that democracy
is not majority rule. Democracy is majority rule and
individual rights, and at times, majority rule has to give
way. And I think this is possibly a case where majority rule
has to give way."

Steven Slimovitch, a lawyer for Bnai Brith Canada,
added that since the bylaw clearly targets the Chassidic
community, it is "the very definition of discrimination, of
racism."

Outremont Mayor Marie Cing-Mars, who will be retiring
from politics at the end of her term, defended her position
that new places of worship would hurt business.

However, she also took the time to express her opinion
regarding the Chassidic community, the fact that they, in
her opinion, don't participate in the larger community and
thattheir schools don't follow Quebec curriculum, although
most of them recently joined a home-schooling program
specifically for that purpose.

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Mayor Denis Coderre proposes new
Synagogue zone on Van Horne
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After months of silence on Outremont's places of worship
ban, Montreal Mayor Denis Coderre has finally spoken
to the media about the divisive bylaw which passed on
Sunday following a heated referendum that saw over 60%
turnout.

The Mayor told La Presse that he believes Van Horne
would be a good zone for new Synagogues and other places
of worship to be allowed to open. Coderre promised to
meet with local elected officials to discuss his idea.

"Tunderstand that there are people who are disappointed
and that there are people who are happy," he said. "But that
doesn't mean that there are no solutions."

It was unclear whether Coderre's proposal would be
limited to a small portion of the street or if it would extend
throughout Outremont's biggest artery.

A bylaw against new places of worship on Van Horne has
been in place since 1999, after a Synagogue opened on the
corner of Durocher and Van Horne. In order for Coderre's
suggestion to be implemented, a new bylaw would have to
be adopted or go through the procedures in order to come
into being.

Many in the Chassidic community are disheartened
at Coderre and his party, being that he didn't speak up
throughout the Synagogue ban campaign, and the local
representative from his team, Marie Potvin, has consistently
voted against the Chassidim in bylaw that further restricted

their way of life.

Coderre was recently in Israel for two weeks along with
Mayor John Tory of Toronto and a group of 120, none of
whom were leaders of Montreal's Chassidic community.

The Montreal delegation of 70 included leaders from
Montreal's Jewish community and many experts from high

tech industries. Coderre met with Israeli business experts
in various fields, including Google Israel, Phinergy and
Magma Venture Partners. He also stopped at the Western
Wall where he recited Kaddish for Leonard Cohen, a
Montreal-born musician and poet who recently passed
away. The purpose of Coderre's visit is to encourage trade
and investment and to connect with the Jewish community
in Israel on many levels.

The Mayor of Montreal saw his visit as clear proof of his
close ties to the Jewish community, noting several times
that he has created a task force to combat antisemitism
in Montreal, met with Jewish community leaders in Paris
following the Hypercachere and Paris attacks, and openly
opposed BDS.

The trip also included a visit to the West Bank

However, critics have pointed to his secret visit to Iran in
October where he signed a cooperation agreement with the
mayor of Tehran and posed for pictures under photographs
of Ayatollah Khameini. They also pointed to photographs
from 2006 that depict Coderre marching together with
people waving Hezbollah flags.

In addition, Coderre also visited the West Bank during his
visit, and was the only Mayor (of 21) who refused to sign
a statement decrying the recent UNESCO resolution that
denis Jewish and Christian ties to the Temple Mount.

Corey Fleischer reports surge in antisemitic graffiti
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Over the last few weeks, Corey Fleischer of Provincial
Powerwashing cleaned 12 swastikas and other antisemitic
scrawling from across the island of Montreal (over 300
within the last year).

The recent spate included a swastika that was engraved in
cement next to a phone booth on Beaver Hall Road. "This
isn't happening because of what's going on in America,"
Fleischer said in a live post on social media. "This swastika
is older than when Donald Trump decided to run for
president.”

Fleischer, who removes all hate graffiti free of charge
filled the swastika with fresh cement, promising to "wipe
the city of Montreal of all hate."

He also powerwashed three swastikas on street poles and
the words "No Jewish" scrawled on a fence in the Mile End
borough.

The swastikas had been painted through a stencil.
"Someone took the time to cut out a swastika stencil and
paint through it," said Fleischer. "The angle of the swastika
shows the person knows exactly what they're doing, and
the red colour signifies the Nazi party."

Ironically, one of the swastikas happened to be scrawled
on a pole just above a Star of David cut into the sidewalk
with the word "Jewish." Fleischer opted to leave the Star of
David on the sidewalk.

Another large swastika was discovered right next to a
non-Kkosher Jewish-owned bakery on St Laurent.

The recent incidents coincide with a divisive referendum
in the neighbouring Outremont borough that saw over
1500 brave the cold weather to vote that new Synagogues
should be banned from opening in the borough.

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New Synagogues banned throughout Outremont borough

On Sunday night, Outremont citizens voted to ban new
places of worship in the entire Outremont borough at a
divisive referendum which many feel targets the growing
Chassidic community.

As Synagogues open, ban expands

Prior to 1999, there were three Synagogues in Outremont.
One on St Viateur, another on Durocher and a third in a
rented space on Bernard (that they pay taxes for despite
the fact that it's a place of worship). A ban on new places
of worship opening on residential streets was set in place.

As the Chassidic community in Outremont grew, demand
for more Synagogues led to the acquisition of a permit for a
new Synagogue on the corner of Durocher and Van Horne.

Arguing that new places of worship on Outremont's
main artery would hurt business, the borough passed a
law banning new places of worship from opening on Van
Horne. However, instead of an upsurge in business, Van
Horne today has many stores that are for rent, for sale or
simply closed as it passes through the borough.

When Mifal HaShas Synagogue acquired a permit (in
2015) to open a new Synagogue on Bernard corner
Champagneur, the borough responded with a proposal
to ban new places of worship from all commercial streets
(namely: Laurier and Bernard), effectively banning new
Synagogues through the borough.

No other explanation other than the obvious one

The ban was a transparent attempt to try to rid the
borough ofits Orthodox Jews. The Chassidic community are
the only growing religious community in the borough, and
the ban primarily affects them. Over 8000 Chassidim live in
the Outremont borough (almost 20% of the population),
which currently hosts just four Synagogues and a grand
total of 400 seats.

In discussions with the media, Chassidic representatives
pointed out the absurdity of the argument that places of
worship are bad for business when clearly Van Horne
had not seen any improvement following the ban there. In
addition, Parc Avenue between Bernard and Van Horne,
which has featured closed storefronts for many years, has
seen a complete revitalization following the opening of
several Synagogues on that block.

Unlike other bylaw proposals, no study supporting the
borough's explanation that new Synagogues would "hurt
business on Laurier and Bernard" was attempted, nor
were there any discussions with merchants on the streets
affected.

It is worth noting that throughout the entire process,
the Chassidic community and other opponents of the ban
repeatedly openly called for dialogue, to sit down together
and come to some kind of agreement. However, those
supporting the ban, including the Mayor of Outremont and

four borough councillors, refused to take them up on the
offer.

Instead, they took up a costly and divisive fight that has
pitted neighbours against each other.

Outremont fails in exclusion zone proposition

In its original proposed bylaw, the borough included an
"exclusion zone" where they would allow new places of
worship to open.

The zone was located at the far corner of Outremont near
the railroad tracks and was the size of a quarter of a city
block. Contained in the zone were three active commercial
buildings whose owners hadn't been consulted on the
matter; nor were they looking to sell their property.

Opening a Synagogue in the area also made no sense from
a practical standpoint. Chassidim don't drive on Shabbos
and Jewish holidays, and forcing them to cross at busy Van
Horne intersections would be dangerous for the children.

In December, over 250 people attended a public
consultation on the proposed bylaw and in November,
only Borough Councillor Mindy Pollak voted against it. A
registry was held in February to decide on the matter. Then
in March, massive errors were discovered on the maps
posted by Outremont Borough Council on their website.

Outremont Borough Council decided to redraw the "zone"
area, and once more start the process of banning new
places of worship. This time, the proposed bylaw did not
feature an exclusion zone.

The path to a referendum

With the process started afresh, a new public consultation
was held. After hearing from both sides at a heated event
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packed with over 300 people, Chassidim and other
opponents of the ban quietly walked out of the room
holding signs calling the public consultation a farce.

The next step for the ban to take effect was a registry,
which was set for early September. 367 citizens from the
Bernard zone of Outremont signed the registry stating their
opposition to the ban, which was the exact number needed
to send the ban to a referendum. Not enough signatures
were collected for Laurier, and the new places of worship
ban immediately became law.

The next step was to decide on a time and place for a
costly referendum (and decisions regarding the borough's
2017 budget). Naturally, that meeting took place on Rosh
HaShana, despite numerous outcries from Borough
Councillor Mindy Pollak and Jewish community leaders,
who had asked for a scheduling change one year earlier:

The referendum was scheduled for the 20th of November,
and the question the borough would ask its citizens was
"do you support the ban on new places of worship?"

Most divisive day in Outremont history

Citizens quickly formed two groups as supporters of the
ban organized their "OUI" group and opponents of the ban
setup a "NON" group.

On social media, the OUI group strongly moderated their
pages, deleting virtually every critical comment, regardless
of how respectful they were (while allowing countless
nasty comments aimed at Chassidic Jews). In the NON
group's social media pages, actual dialogue took place, with
both sides expressing their opinions respectfully.
